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1. DIGITAL THERMOMETER  : Display temperature of water inside booster. 
 
2. WORK LAMP : Comes on when displaying the temperature 
 of heated water. 
 
3. TEMP. LAMP : Comes on when selecting water temperature. 
 
4. BURNING LAMP : Comes on while the burner is being operated. 
 
5. ERROR LAMP : Comes on in case of any trouble while the washer 
 is running. 
 
6. LOW WATER LEVEL LAMP : Comes on when the water level inside the booster 
 is lower than the low water level sensor. (in case of

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If you are using an exhaust hood instead of a duct, make sure the gas is blown out  
through the hood.  

 
5. Use PF1/2"(15A)'s for water supply piping. 
 
6. Use PF3/4"(20A)'s warm water exit. Make it as short as possible, to minimize heat loss.  
 
7. This product may accidentally cause an overflow. Make sure to place it where drainage 
 is possible. (Drains to the floor)  

 
8. Clean the inside of gas booster regularly.  
 
9. Make sure to place where no flammable material is present. Also do not place anything 

on top of the machine.  
 
10. Good air circulation is needed near the bottom of the gas booster, to provide enough air 

for combustion. Do not block with any object.  
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BEFORE USAGE  
 

1. Make sure you are using the correct gas. 
When delivered, the gas product has a sticker indicating the proper 
Gas to be used on the bottom right corner. Check before usage. 

 
2. Make sure there is no gas leak. 

Conduct a foam water test. 
 
3. Make sure you have the correct power. 

The product is designed to use 240V, 50Hz only. 
  
4. Make sure you have built an exhaust duct or hood to let the gas out of your 

building. 
 
 

USAGE INSTRUCTIONS  
 

1. Plug the power to an electric outlet. 
 
2. Open up the mid gas valve. 
 
3. Open up water supply valve. 
 
4. Press the power switch. 
 
5. Select a temperature. When first delivered, the temperature is set at  

85ﾟ. The washer runs automatically according to the selected temperature. 
 
6. If you want to stop running, simply turn the power switch off and shut off 

the mid gas valve. 
Make sure the exhaust gas is released outside your building and 
constantly let air in the room the machine is in.
